


Fees 
There are two parts to the cost of Live Performance Plus – Per Student Fee and 
Resources and Training Fee. All Fees are GST-free. A minimum performance 
attendance of 150 students applies, except for approved Small Schools1.

1 Small Schools are those unable to meet the minimum number of 150 students. These schools are 
encouraged to join with neighbouring schools where possible. Contact us to discuss your options if you 
cannot meet the minimum numbers. All schools regardless of size, location or socio-economic position 
are entitled to participate in Musica Viva In Schools programs. 

2 The Resource and Training Fee entitles schools to have one teacher attend the professional 
development course, one set of teaching resources including the new interactive resources for the 
digital classroom, the audio CD and access to the additional resources online. Small schools sharing a 
performance with other schools will only have to pay $100. 

3 This option may suit those schools unable to book a live performance, but wanting to experience the 
Professional Development course and utilise throughout their school the resources including the new 
interactive resources for the digital classroom.

SUBSIDY 
Using funding through the Smarter Schools National Partnership on Improving Teacher Quality, a course 
subsidy and travel assistance may be available for Independent school teachers attending Musica Viva 
courses.

About Live Performance Plus

Live Performance Plus offers the unique experience 
of Live Performance by a professional music ensemble 
at your school, supported by professional development 
for teachers plus resources for teaching music in your 
classrooms.

The Professional Development is a three hour session 
held in a venue close to a number of participating 
schools.

The Teaching Resources incorporate a variety of 
activities related to the music of the live performance 
ensemble, which together can create a term of lessons. 
The resources link to literacy, numeracy and ICT for all 
ages from lower primary through to junior secondary. Also 
included are an audio CD with the ensemble’s music, 
activities and support materials. 

In 2012 Live Performance Plus will include NEW 
interactive resources for the digital classroom.
These resources are cross-platform and will operate 
on interactive whiteboards, or on computers and with 
data projectors. They are complementary to the existing 
resources and provide engaging activities for your 
students understanding as well as quality teaching.
